Dear Stall Holder,

Thank you for booking a trades stall for Orientation Week at Monash University.  We look forward to having you on campus.   Below is some important information about the day.   Please read through this carefully.

Travelling to Caulfield Campus:

By Car: The Campus is located on Dandenong Road (Princes Highway).  The trip from Melbourne will take about 25 minutes in peak hour and 15 minutes at other times.

By Train:  The Caulfield Railway Station is adjacent to the campus, and four lines stop at the station – Cranbourne, Dandenong, Frankston and Pakenham.

Travelling to Peninsula Campus:

By Car:  The Campus is located 900 metres from the exit of the Frankston Freeway, 6.5 kms from the end of Eastlink and can be accessed from: McMahons Road, Nepean Highway and Cranbourne Road.    The trip from Melbourne will take about 1 hour.

By Train:  The Campus is easily reached by the Frankston line train, which takes approximately one hour from Flinders Street Station.   From there you can take a connecting bus or the Stony Point train to reach the campus.

Timing

You can begin set up from 8.30 am, however you must complete set up by 10.00 am

Stalls must be packed up by 4.00 pm.

O-Week Location / Contact Person / Size

The orientation festival will be held on the common lawn area of the Caulfield Campus, or on the lawn area in front of U Building or the Library at the Peninsula Campus.  Each trade stall has a site number.   Please contact Thilini Thomas on 0423 416 638 when you arrive to be directed to your stall.   A standard stall is 3m x 3m.

Loading / Unloading

CAULFIELD:
There are two designated loading/unloading zones.  One is via the security gate on Queens Ave.   When you arrive at the gate simply inform security of your company name.  The other zone is on Princes Avenue, at the northeast corner of Building S.  This area is the grey shaded area on the site map.  These are not parking areas and vehicles parked here for extended periods of time without loading activity will be fined.  MONSU accepts no responsibility for fines received whilst parked in ay of these areas.

PENINSULA:
There is a loading zone available behind building U, near the Monash Sport sign. Drive to the back of the campus towards building U.

CAULFIELD:
Parking arrangements are the sole responsibility of the trader.  A user pay, multi-level car park is available at the Caulfield Campus.  Entry to the car park is from Princes Ave.  Ticket machine parking is available in surrounding streets.  Please note that there are many restrictions in the area and MONSU accepts no responsibility for fines accrued whilst parked around campus.
